By that we selected 6 teacher supporters, we were able to relieve the teachers. More are planning to move to something ahead, as we do.
Nevertheless, we have no electrical training staff, we were able this time electric, make a big step forward. Two vertical lathes have a good scheme. There is an old scheme, we have new much simpler methods, but can be very complicated, 

apprentices each wire to pursue and realize what is a circuit.
For us it was a great pleasure also to see that finally have not only worked 3 groups and 20 apprentices clean in a room. We have achieved in approximately 25 working days very much. So much that we now know that even with two such operations, a group together, where you can quickly move rocks.

That is interesting. End of August, we have then nearly 75 apprentices. What we recognize as well. The boys have such great joy in the work they are doing, thinking about what we cooperate. This is the way to a bright future. 
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
