Start 28.09.2012 / 09.09.2012 Today

The intensive training in Vietnam continues. The new apprentices, the C group, has already begun.

Group A = apprentices beginning Nov. 2010

Group B = apprentices start Sept.2011

Group C = apprentices start Sept.2012
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Photo 0: About 50 apprentices Blue 3 Year of training. Brown 2 Green first year of apprenticeship Year of training. But come 5 green travel even to the whole of Vietnam.
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Photo 1: Even before departure, we have in Safenwil loaded a 40 'container with various food items. Inter alia over 600,000 face masks
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Photo 2: A laser device and an ultrasound from a doctor's office, we have resolved it.  
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Photo 3: In Angola, we have the production of 5 x 180 to get cable. Since we were glad that the apprentices have to do anything electrically. Series also work can be practiced.

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Photo 10: Interesting, an apprentice, which always shone with the absence and in the bearing plate has already asleep, but eat here at work the fool. Like a robot, he had the best stamina. We are excited about his dedication. So it was worth it after the third warning letter, but not fired. 
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Photo 10b: All cables are controlled. Our apprentice Son (A 19), the best electricians. 
He already has all the old machines scheme drawn on CAD? 
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Photo 10b: The soldering iron wear was enormous. We went 3 times to get 4 pcs soldering iron. 25 watts and 30 watts. The price is ok. 80,000 Dong = 4 francs. But some were just about 2 hours and then they were defective. Made in China! So, not everything is cheap as well! Unfortunately, we have our 2 expensive Weller soldering stations which we took not found.
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Photo 11 A nice lunch, we donated yet because the teachers reportedly never be able to eat much. That's why we wanted them not to train with us hungry.

Links the new teacher T6, Jacky, chartered engineer from Hanoi. Center Tom, newly married, his first child on the way and the right teachers Robinson chief.
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Photo 12: On the banks of Saigonrivers we see this foot rowers. Looks specifically.
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Photo 13: In Angola, we need 200 of these links. The upper teeth are blunt. For 2 weeks, we are now looking for the material. Ie here to build machines can be difficult, if imported from abroad for all of steel would. We keep looking.   
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Photo 14: Notice, in March 2012, newly painted hall looks after a few months no longer beautiful.
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Photo14a. Back in November 2010 we have made a plan for cleaning the surroundings and the halls. We told the teachers several times. It never worked. Now we have started with the supporters, they do it quite well.
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Photo14b. Apprentice A3 is still laughing, that he 

Must go to work.
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Photo 15: We informed the director. He immediately wanted to leave the hall to paint again. We did not say, "stop." Wait, we do first the doors and windows. Because these are only primed and the rusty water discolors quickly the beautiful white facade.
Here grind the grid when.
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Photo 16: Suddenly we see an apprentice at the injection of the first door!
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Photo 17: Without covering the March newly painted wall, right next to it, they have begun to inject blue. 
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Photo 18 Beautiful as the white is now blue. They had to stop immediately inject with. Remove all doors and splash in the spray booth area, where it has a suction.
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Photo 19: In the locksmith we continue with the production of small slant bed lathe WIAP DM2_W. We make the change, so that the bed can be milled or planed. 
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Photo 20: The bed is vibrated again with the expansion plant WIAP LC 20 
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Photo 21: The Case of the LC 50 WIAP we can remilling. The quality of the casting was not good and we did not fill when the vibrator is hundreds of hours of use.  
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Photo 22: Also the same drill the holes. Apprentices need today practically no more knack holder. They do almost everything very independent.
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Photo 23: Now we Memory Stick's from Switzerland and Vietnam have purchased so that all apprentices draw the CAD to bring the data in the evening to check they can. The daily output is controlled.
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Photo 24: It works quite well with the data in this way 
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Photo 25: In the drawing department, we have repaired for 3 PC so that we have 8 pieces. We need more places organsieren. 3 lap top, we only have.

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Photo 27: Only 8 are here. But every day there are about 2 more. They are brought from all over Vietnam. Yes they sleep in the hotel for students at our school.
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Photo 28: The two apprentices draw clamps in 3 views. Really been good usable drawings make by hand. Then they went to the CAD drawing, because pencil is almost impossible to copy.
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Photo 29: Rear first C apprentices realize they have bright green upper garments.
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Photo 30: We need cement for our machine bed. Had I said, 5 bags of cement, he had also brought 5 with a moped. Incredible what they all on moped
